A.	CALL TO ORDER:  Chair Schrey called the meeting to order.


B.	APPROVAL OF AGENDA:  This item was not addressed by the TCC.
C. PUBLIC FORUM:  Chair Schrey called for speakers. There were none.


D.	CONSENT AGENDA:

1. Approval of September 9, 2013 Meeting Minutes. Chair Schrey called for the motion. Mr. Phillips moved for approval of the consent agenda. The motion was seconded by Mr. Christian and unanimously approved. 


E. ACTION ITEMS:

1. Consideration of Resolution FL-AL 13-29 to Accept the FY2015-2019 FDOT Tentative Work Program - Enclosure A. Mr. Jim DeVries, FDOT, presented. Mr. DeVries explained the Work Program for Santa Rosa County and provided information as reflected in the agenda enclosure. He gave a slide presentation reviewing a summary of changes for FY2015-2019.    

Mr. DeVries reviewed the summary of changes for Escambia County. 

Mr. Colby Brown said he had something to bring up for the TCC to consider regarding the Tentative Work Program. He said Escambia County is excited with the emphasis that DOT has been placing on Nine Mile Road. He said the county had been in the works with PD&E for a long time on a section of Nine Mile Road, which is the capacity project Priority #1 and as determined by the TPO it is really Priority #7. 

Mr. Colby Brown said the county recently moved up another segment of Nine Mile Road, which is capacity project Priority #2 for the TPO, which is the section from Mobile Highway to Pine Forest Road. They are currently doing the PD&E Study. 
 	
	Mr. Colby Brown commented that for the section, which is capacity project Priority #1, Pine Forest to US29, currently has a LOS of F.  The Average Daily Traffic (ADT) was projected to be 24,697 vehicles per day by 2016.  

	Mr. Colby Brown said the other section of Nine Mile Road was broken into three segments, which is Mobile to Beulah, Beulah to I-10 and I-10 to Pine Forest. A section of that, which was the I-10 to Beulah segment, is funded for construction in 2016. That section currently has a LOS of B. An ADT is projected for 2016 to less than 5,000 vehicles per day.

	Mr. Colby Brown commented that FDOT might consider funding both in the same year. 

Mr. Tommy Brown asked why planning funds dropped from $150,000 to $130,000 for Corridor Management Plan Project Priorities; TPO minutes reflected that study funds after Old Palafox Highway should then go towards implementation. 

There was lengthy discussion.

Mr. Christian asked if pedestrian features could go on Patricia Drive.   
Mr. Tommy Brown moved to request modification of the Tentative Work Program to include advancing construction of the segment of Nine Mile Road from US29 to Pine Forest to 2016. The motion was seconded by Mr. Christian and unanimously approved. 

Mr. DeVries said Secretary Barfield is trying to get the projects all done at the same time.   

	Mr. Colby Brown said there is a portion between Beulah/I-10 and Pine Forest/US29 that is at LOS C with about half the ADT as the Pine Forest to US29 section at about 12,000 ADT.

    
2.	Consideration of Resolution FL-AL 13-28 to Amend the FL-AL FY2015-2019 Project Priorities - Enclosure B. Mr. Gary Kramer, TPO staff, presented. Mr. Kramer provided information as reflected in the agenda enclosure. The modification of the Long Range Plan was completed October 4, 2013. Notification was received from Escambia County that they would like project priorities amended for state and federal funds, for the Non-SIS project priorities at the bottom of the list, Perdido Key Drive Priority #27. Mr. Kramer called for questions.	

Chair Schrey asked if it is okay to move local projects to state projects without public involvement. 

Mr. Kramer commented that it was noted in the enclosure since the Public Involvement document was reviewed.

	Chair Schrey requested that the TPO Handbook be reviewed and FDOT and Federal Highway Administration consulted to see if public involvement workshops are needed.

	Mr. Tommy Brown suggested bringing the TPO advertisement to the meeting.
 
Mr. Christian moved to recommend the TPO authorize the TPO Chairman to sign Resolution FL-AL 13-28 to amend the FY2015-2019 Project Priorities. The motion was seconded by Mr. Matthew Brown and unanimously approved.


3.	Consideration of Resolution FL-AL 13-30 to Adopt the Revised Smooth Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) Boundary - Enclosure C. Mr. Carl Mikyska, FHWA, was not in attendance. Mr. Ward addressed this item. He stated that this was brought to his attention. He requested that NAS Whiting Field be looked at because the proposed boundary eliminates Whiting Field and Santa Rosa County wants Whiting Field included.   

Mr. Ward moved to recommend that the TPO consider amending this item to include Whiting Field. The motion was seconded by Mr. Tommy Brown and unanimously approved.


4.	Consideration of Resolution FL-AL 13-31 to Approve the Scope of Services for the Florida-Alabama TPO 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan Update - Enclosure D. Mr. Gary Kramer, TPO staff, presented.     

	Chair Schrey said there might have been a miscommunication. She stated that she knows her comments were submitted late. She was told that her comments were reviewed and addressed; however, at today's meeting the scope that the TCC is being requested to amend to adopt had not been revised since she provided her comments.   

 	Mr. Kramer reviewed the comments listed in the agenda on pages D-1 to D-12. 
		 
		Mr. Wiley Page reviewed the comments from the City of Pensacola and City of Gulf Breeze. 

	There was lengthy discussion.

	Mr. Matthew Brown recommended that the TPO approve the Scope of Services and defer to staff to review comments and address the comments. The motion was seconded by Mr. Bill Johnson and unanimously approved. 


5.	Appointment of a TPO Member and Alternate to Serve on the Metropolitan Planning Organization Advisory Council (MPOAC) for Calendar Year 2014 - Enclosure E. Ms. Mary Beth Washnock, TPO staff, to present. This item was not addressed by the TCC.
